A MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT AND THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Two Thousand and Ten, our third full year in operations, was a year of stabilization as well as
growth. Our processes became more streamlined and efficient while at the same time we
increased areas of service. We are very proud to report to you our achievements for 2010. The
people and organizations of this community can take satisfaction that it is their work and efforts
by either volunteering or supporting us that helped us provide healthcare services for the
uninsured in Monroe and Owen County this past year.

A Year in Review of Volunteers in Medicine of Monro e County

We have come a long way in reaching out to the uninsured in our community, but the need
continues to grow. We have enrolled 7,637 individuals since April of 2007. With
approximately 12,000 adults in Monroe and Owen County without health insurance we have
been able to reach nearly 64% of the potential clients who could utilize our services. Our overall
total patient visits increased by 5%, although medical visits went down. There is a correlation
between clinical volunteer hours and medical visits decreasing from 2009 to 2010. However,
the average number of visits per day increased to 102.

The graph below shows the total patient visits each month, with a trend line showing an average
increase in patient visits over 12 months.
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The clinic’s hours are daily from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., as well as extended hours on Monday
and Thursday evening from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. to accommodate more of our patients who
work.




Walk-in patients are accepted depending on the availability of the healthcare providers. We
also have a part-time nurse practitioner who, for 20 hours each week in 2010 saw exclusively
walk-in patients. Her hours were increased in early 2011, to 32 hours to increase the availability
of walk in appointments as well as add primary care visits. By offering walk-in clinics, we can
address acute issues that do not warrant a visit to the local emergency room. In 2010 our
average walk in rate increased from 22% in 2009 to 26%.
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Our main focus is to provide primary care for acute and chronic conditions at the clinic. Some of
the chronic ilinesses that we manage are diabetes, heart disease and depression. For illnesses
or conditions we are not equipped to handle at the clinic, we refer our patients to local
specialists’ offices. The specialties listed below either volunteered on site or accepted referrals
of our patients in 2010 in outpatient settings, providing nearly $2,000,000 in health care
services.
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FEATURED PATIENT:
Stephanie Knox is a recent
patient of Volunteers in
Medicine. She is currently
working at another local non-
profit agency and is unable to
afford health insurance. She
has several degrees, mostly
recently received a PhD in
Folklore and
Ethnomusicology. She is
also a professional clown.
She states that her faith in
God led her to this clinic. She
heard about the VIM clinic
through her provider at the
Student Health Center at IU.
She feels that VIM is here to
help her get through this time
when she can't afford
insurance. Her ongoing
health issues have improved.
She states she has lost
weight, and her blood
pressure is improving. She
participates in the Diabetic
Clinic. She received a
scholar-ship to the YMCA
because of VIM. Stephanie
says of the staff at VIM,
“Everyone is so wonderful
and have beautiful attitudes.
The clinics I've been to in
Chicago were cold, but here
everyone really cares, and
want to see me get better.”

Volunteers are a vital part of the clinic’s operations. From the
licensed professionals to the lay volunteers —every role is
indispensable. The local medical community has been
outstanding in its volunteerism.

Currently, there are over 300 professionals who have pledged
their time and expertise to helping the clinic succeed. In addition,
lay volunteers who work in areas such as eligibility interviewing,
patient assistance, pharmacy, Spanish interpretation, and
medical records keep the clinic operational every day. Becoming
a new volunteer is a simple process that holds incalculable
rewards for those who make that commitment.

Our women'’s health program includes offering Obstetric services
off-site through a partnership with a local obstetrician, Dr. John
Labban, which is made possible through a grant from the Monroe
County Health Department. These services are important in
meeting the needs of women who do not qualify for Medicaid,
and in providing excellent prenatal care for healthy babies. The
state of Indiana Breast and Cervical Cancer Program (BCCP)
covers the costs of Pap smears and mammogram screens. We
participated in a grant through the Wabash Valley Affiliate of
Susan G. Komen Foundation which covers the cost of
mammogram screenings for our female patients who do not
qualify through BCCP. These preventive screenings are an
invaluable contribution to the overall improvement in the health of
women in our community.

Part of our mission is to empower individuals to take
responsibility for their health. In an effort to help patients in this
manner, tobacco cessation classes, nutrition and wellness
education, and diabetes education classes are offered on a
continuing basis.

Significant to the clinic’s programming are social services. We
have a full-time social work coordinator who is able to connect
patients with other service agencies in the area in order to meet
their needs in food, housing, financial aid, etc. as well as
coordinate the eligibility process.

Strategic Goals - 2011

* Increase the number of professional volunteer hours
available to 624 shifts.

* Increase the number of enrolled patients.

* Implementation of electronic records.

* Expand and improve the facility, such as improved
reception area and parking.




Advisory Committee Updates

Along with the standing committees that help set policy for the board which are the Finance,
Governance and Executive Committee, we have several advisory committees assigned to
implement work in areas of importance to the operations of the clinic.

Community Outreach
For outreach we focused on ways to be a presence in the community through health
fairs and other events, as well as starting our own annual event with the Walk for the
Uninsured. We also took a look at ways to reach out to volunteers both clinical and lay.
Participation in volunteer fairs at Indiana University, as well as sending information out to
potential clinical volunteers about the VIM program were our main events in that regard.
We review the demographic information on our patients under this committee, and we
are seeing a change in the average patient from extremely low poverty to more
moderate poverty.

Operations
Several of the strategic planning goals are assigned to the Operations Committee,
including expanded services and building improvements. We implemented the special
grant that allowed us to have the equipment and infrastructure installed to provide full
dental services. The two dental rooms became fully operational in the fall of 2010. We
also started the work to assess our ability to implement electronic medical records. Our
goal is to complete the assessment and begin implementation by the end of 2011.

Quiality Assurance
The QA Committee meets every quarter for the following purposes: To improve quality
care and service by establishing a patient focused process of improvement; To measure
and improve all clinical aspects and clinical processes that most affect patient outcomes;
To provide a mechanism to implement, measure and assess the goals and objectives as
defined by the Clinic’'s Governing Board. When necessary, we use findings to modify
policies and procedures to improve patient care. The focus over 2010 was on the
specific areas of patient care with diabetic patients, tobacco users and obese patients.
We improved the measurements we follow on our diabetic patients and worked with the
Monroe County Tobacco Coalition to follow up on participants in the Tobacco Cessation
Class. The results from our partnership with the Diabetes Care Center is that each
patient who is diagnosed as diabetic or pre-diabetic is seen at the diabetes clinic on
Wednesdays. The current trend shows that patients are improving their cholesterol and
blood pressure results and most patients show improvement in their glucose levels.
Another good result is that 51% of the participants in the tobacco cessation class who
responded to our survey have stopped using tobacco. These results show that we have
made a difference with the services we provide, but we also see we have more work to
do!




Resource Development
The focus of the resource development committee is to work with the Bloomington
Hospital Foundation to set the fundraising goals and to maximize sources of potential
revenue for the operation expenses, capital improvement costs and endowment funds of
the clinic. This committee is composed of Foundation staff, VIM staff and board
members, and community members, and meets each quarter. An update on the
fundraising efforts of VIM is included in the annual report.

Patient Advisory
The patient Advisory committee is composed of VIM Staff, Board members and patients.
The patients are vital to discussing and improving patient access and care. The patient
satisfaction survey results are evaluated at this committee.

Religious Advisory
The board started a new committee composed of leading members of the faith-based
organizations in the communities of Monroe and Owen County. The committee meets
twice a year for the purpose of introducing VIM to people who may have a need for
VIM's services; to help make people aware of opportunities to volunteer with VIM; to
extend information/ interpretation/ recruitment efforts among congregations in your faith
group (denomination, judicatory, faith, or associations) and to cooperate with VIM Board
and staff to set policies/activities connected to the Religious Advisory Board and its
involvements in outreach and fund-raising.

Significant
financial and in-kind contributions from Cook Incorporated, Bloomington Hospital, the City of
Bloomington, and the Monroe County Commissioners continue to be a main-stay to this important
service to Monroe and Owen Counties. This year the Bloomington Hospital Foundation secured more
than $715,685 for support of Volunteers in Medicine.
